Dear Officer:

Attached please find another copy of the signed G28 for the above client. I am writing on behalf of our client, Ms. X, who currently being detained at Mesa Verde Detention Center to request that she be released from the custody of Immigration & Customs Enforcement (ICE). Ms. X arrived to the United States on DATE. Upon her arrival, Ms. X expressed her fear to return to Mexico and was thereafter detained by ICE.  Ms. X had a positive credible fear determination, and she is now in proceedings in front of the Immigration Judge to apply for asylum.  She has a strong asylum claim and will be applying for asylum before the Immigration Judge.   
The current ICE policy directive issued on December 8, 2009 and effective January 4, 2010 applies to Ms. X as she is an arriving alien who has been found by USCIS to have a credible fear of persecution or torture if she is returned to Mexico.  Arriving aliens who - similarly to Ms. X - have passed the credible fear interview should be evaluated on an individual basis to determine if they are to be released on parole.  When an arriving alien found to have a credible fear provides proof of or credible statements about her identity and support for a finding that she presents neither a flight risk nor danger to the community, DRO should parole the alien on the basis that her continued detention is not in the public interest.  

In this case, Ms. X has established her identity through her Mexican birth certificate and other Mexican identify documentation, and there is no question as to her identity. Mr. X is also not a flight risk as her objective is to remain in the United States in a lawful manner to avoid further harm and possible death in Mexico.  Ms. X has every incentive to, and will comply with, all obligations required to enable her to remain safely in the United States.  
Ms. X is represented by Centro Legal de la Raza, pro bono counsel, and if released she will be residing with her U.S. citizen aunt, NAME.  Ms. NAME provided the attached statement verifying that Ms. X will be provided with accommodations and care while her asylum case is pending. Please see attached.  If released, Ms. X will reside at:

Ms. X is a 24 year old asylum seeker and has no criminal history whatsoever.  An individual with no criminal history and with a strong asylum claim, who has been found by the Asylum Office to have past persecution and a likelihood of future persecution, is not the type of individual who poses a risk to the community or is a flight risk.  

Finally, there are no additional factors weighting against Ms. X’s release on parole with no monetary bond amount attached. As stated in the December 8, 2009 ICE directive, Ms. X is such an alien who should be paroled as her continued detention is not in the public interest.
We urge you to immediately release Ms. X from ICE custody.  Her pro bono representation by our agency, strong family ties, desire to remain lawfully in the United States and the strong likelihood of success in her asylum claim constitute strong incentives for her to comply with future immigration obligations and terms set by ICE.
